From Leeuwarden trainstation  it will take you by train 2 hours and 51 or 40 minutes, depending if you take a 4 past the hour, or 45 past the hour train. You have to change either in Amersfoort, or Zwolle.

From Amsterdam Central Station each half hour a train at 11 or 41 past the hour departs from platform 14a. It takes 51 minutes to reach Den Haag Central Station, and a 10 minutes walk to Escher in Het Paleis.
Escher in het Paleis  is dedicated to the work of Holland’s most famous graphic artist M. C. Escher (1898-1972). Nearly all his prints are exhibited, among them Day and Night, Belvedere, Drawing Hands, Waterfall and Ascending and Descending.

What is an Optical Illusion?

An optical illusion depicts something which is in fact impossible. M.C. Escher was a master in this field. Optical illusion literally means doing puzzles with your eyes. You will be able to unravel some of Escher’s mysteries like the Impossible Penrose Triangle by making it yourself. The extra presentation “What is an optical illusion?” shows various themes in which Escher was involved, like reflection, perception and perspective.
The former Queen Emma Palace in the centre of historical The Hague gives a homely and royal surrounding for the extraordinary world of Escher. Dutch sculptor Hans van Bentem specially made 15 chandeliers for the ‘royal rooms’. Their shapes are either inspired by the work of Escher, or the eighteenth century palace. They make a surreal combination with the prints of Escher and increase the royal atmosphere of the building. New are the lightning objects Van Bentem made for our pretty basement restaurant.
